Thailand’s iconic stir-fried noodle dish with shrimp,
tofu, eggs, bean sprouts, and peanuts, often
seasoned with tamarind sauce and lime for a perfect
balance of sweet, sour, and salty.

Khao Man Gai
Thailand's version of chicken rice consists of tender
poached chicken served over fragrant rice with a side
of spicy, garlic dipping sauce, and a bowl of clear
broth.

Som Tum (Green Papaya Salad)
A fresh and crunchy salad made from shredded green papaya, tomatoes, peanuts,
lime, and chilies, offering a delicious combination.

Green Curry (Gaeng Keow Wan)
A creamy, mildly spicy curry made with coconut milk, green curry paste, and a
mix of vegetables and meat, often served with steamed rice.
